Here are a couple of tips for acrylic paint users I found on line: 

 

Plastic trays that meat is packaged on make great palettes for 

mixing paints once they have been washed. These can be 

cleaned and re-used. 

 

One idea for a palette that will keep your acrylic paint fresh 

and moist while painting is to use two glass panes from a cou-

ple of old picture frames.  Put masking tape along the edges to 

cover any sharp spots, and lay the panes on the work table. 

Then, squeeze any color you want to use onto  one pane.  When 

done painting, lay the other pane on top of the first one.  The 

paint stays fresh because no air gets in.  When you want to con-

tinue working, simply lift off the top pane.  You will now have 

fresh paint on two surfaces.  If the paint gets a little dry while 

you are working, just spray a little water on it, and put the glass 

back down. 

 

Or, just put a  plastic wrap over  your paints, sealing them well 

 

For oil painters, start your painting with an acrylic undercoat. 

Since acrylic dries quickly,  you finish your undercoat much 

faster. 

 

Remember FAT over LEAN: each layer of oil paint should 

have a higher content of oil than the ones below it, to prevent 

cracking. 

 

When painting with oils, hold the brush toward the middle or 

end of the handle, since oil brushes are made to be held farther 

away from the canvas.. 

We find a lot of helpful tips in modern magazines, such as Art-

istôs Magazine.  But recently, I ran across some older tips. These 

come from the pen of Renaissance artist Piero Della Francesca: 

 

ñ A Mirror will greatly help you judge of relief effect.  And I do 

not know why good paintings, when reflected in a mirror, are full 

of charm; and it is wonderful how any defect in a painting shows 

its ugliness in the looking glass. Therefore, things drawn from 

nature are to be amended with a mirror.ò 

 

ñRemember to make a surface so white that you could not make 

it yet far whiter.  Though you were depicting snow-white clothes, 

you should stop far short of extreme whiteness.  A painter has 

nothing better than white with which to render the brightest luster 

of a polished sword, and nothing more effective than black to 

render the nightôs deepest darkness.  And see the power of laying 

the white beside the black deftly; vases so done will look as if 

they are of silver, gold, and glass, and, though painted, will glit-

ter.  Therefore, every painter who uses black and white immoder-

ately is much to be blamed.ò
